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GolfTest USA recently tested 19 golf balls
from nine manufacturers. We will report on a
sampling of 10 balls. The testers, a sampling of 80
golfers with varying handicaps, were asked to play
a round with each ball and be fair and unbiased in
their evaluations while rating several criteria on
a scale of 1 to 10, with 10 being the best. Test
administrators then rated the control and accu-
racy they felt each golfer displayed with each ball
during the test. Those ratings were then combined
with the golfers’ own rankings to come up with
the final results for each ball. The overall average
is a compilation of all categories combined. (&

Distance Testers rated how far they hit
each ball.

Control Players assessed the control they
experienced with each ball.

Accuracy The accuracy of the ball was rated.

Short Game Golfers judged how each ball
played in the short game.

Putting Each tester ranked how each ball
performed on the putting green.

Appearance This rating was based on how
appealing the look of the ball was to the tester.

Feel Testers were asked to rate how each ball
felt during the swing.

Trajectory Testers rated how the ball came
off the club.

Durability Testers rated the durability of
each ball.

Overall Testers’ Rating Testers were
asked to rate each ball by what they feel are the
most important factors to them. (This is not an
average of other criteria).
